	Use one of the drama techniques from yesterday to remind of one character perspective

	Watch video again. Tell the children they are going to write a storytelling script to complete the story using what they have learned about legends and explanations
	Discuss the purpose and audience for their writing. Model planning of possible ending of story using simple sentences as captions with drawings or map.
	Discuss best way of planning story/tale. 

Watch powerpoint slideshow to give further ideas for children to use in their planning.
Talking partners discuss their ideas for their story. Individually begin planning.
	What are some of the ideas generated so far. Will complete tomorrow.

	Review what they have learned about castles. Watch the powerpoint video clips and discuss how could fit into plans
	Use IWB pgs26 & 27 to teach literal and figurative language.
