PLANNING PHONICS & SPELLING AT KEY STAGE 2.

Phonics is taught so that children can use it for reading and writing. As the Rose Report stated ‘Unless you can actually decode the words on the page you will not be able, obviously, to comprehend them’  
 The aim of the CLLD programme is for knowledge and skills to become embedded for independent application – this should have begun to happen by the beginning of Y2.
But if this not the case for some children then teachers need to consider how to plan for phonics & spelling at Key Stage 2.

In order to plan effectively teachers need to:

· Analysis information from the phonic tracking sheet.
· Analysis a piece of  unaided writing such as  a nursery rhyme or short poem which they have learnt orally first
· Assess whether when reading children are recognising digraphs as one sound or are they attempting to blend individual letters? 
Alien decoding assessment.
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· Assess whether children can orally blend
Oral blending assessment
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· Complete a GPC assessment

In year 3
Once you have assessed the phases that children are working at. Find the 60% mark

· If this is phase 6 or beyond you can probably move onto KS2 learning intentions but it is still important to include lots of phonics revision. Use guided reading sessions to support those children working below phase 6.

If the 60% mark is below phase 6 continue to plan discrete phonic sessions. Use the letters and sounds scheme.
· Build differentiation into your planning to support children above and below the 60% mark. Use guided reading sessions to support children’s phonic knowledge

Applying across the curriculum

· Identify words that match the phoneme/convention being worked on 

· Find opportunities to embed these words in reading and writing during the week

· If different children are working on different words – you need to embed them all.
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
